Minutes

•The meeting was called to order at 12:48pm by Chair, Diana Zimmerman. Present were Library Board Trustees Diana, Jean Burnham, Jean Beerbower, and Librarian Carol Blix. Trustees Mary Bush and Stephanie Leitz were unable to attend, as was town council liaison, Hannah Booth-Watts
•June 4, 2015 meeting minutes were moved for approval by Jean Burnham, seconded by Diana, and approved by all. A motion to approve the July vouchers, including the UtilizIt invoice for moving computers after the remodel was made by Diana, seconded by Jean Beerbower, and approved by all.

•Librarian Carol Blix reported that June circ stats were up from May 2015. The Children’s summer reading program had started with light attendance. We found out that USPS will not allow packages to be delivered to the library’s bookdrop. A parcel locker will need to be purchased. On accident, Carol crashed the Library’s website for several days; the wonderful folks at the state library restored it. The inventory of library materials is down to the middle of the Junior Picture books section, and a few storage books. Carol has found a teen who would like to handle the library’s Facebook page. Carol is waiting for her to return from out of town. Several library volunteers are finding reading levels of children’s books and color-coding them. They are also placing the reading levels on the library catalog so that parents can search for that information.
Old Business:
• Mary Bush and Jean Beerbower provided info for the website. Jean Beerbower is viewing the open meetings video, and volunteered to be records manager.

•The second reading of the computer Internet policy for CPL, was discussed, and whether patrons would need to sign that they’d read it to use the computers or not. Jean Burnham moved to approve the new policy language (without requiring patron signatures to be kept) and Jean Beerbower seconded it. Alll approved. Trustees also asked Carol to write a kid-friendly and computer safety tips added to the page. Then put back-to-back with the adult policy and laminated or put in clear binder covers to post at the public computers. The library staff was to ask patrons to read it as they signed up for computer use at the circulation desk.

• A 5-year funding levy (including library funding) could be run later this year at $0.35/$1000 of property taxes . The library would receive $20,000 to use towards “free” library cards for out of town-in county patrons, programming materials, and a part-time person to provide programs for Young Adults and Adults.

• Carol emailed a list of library volunteers from the library move after the remodel to Diana, who will print the document. The library will supply the frame.

New Business:  

• Library needs were discussed: a laptop computer (or 2), a wireless barcode reader, more computer tethers, a patron counter, and possibly other furniture. The trustees present agreed that computer chairs should match, but their priority was to have the smallest computer chair replaced.
